Market Times: Tuesdays 5:00 fo 7:30p.m. beginning May 31 thru Sept. 27, and Harvest Market on Oct. 18
Selling begins at 5:00, not before. Please stay until 7:30.

For Sale: Vendors may offer locally grown agricultural products and plants, and locally made foods, arts, and
crafts. Vendors who sell prepared foods MUST have approval from the Flathead County Health Dept.
(751-8130). The Market Manager will collect a $1.00 site fee, plus 5% of your gross at the end of each
market. Please accept "market money” as cash; we will reimburse you. The City of Whitefish assesses a
2% Resort Tax on the sale of prepared food and arts and crafts items. Information on the Resort Tax will
be provided to each vendor. The Whitefish Farmers Market Committee reserves the right to accept or
decline each vendor’s participation in the Whitefish Downtown Farmers Market.

Registration: All vendors, old and new, must return a copy of this registration form, either by mail or email —
DEADLINE May 10. Due to the success of the Market, we have limited availability of spaces for arts
and crafts vendors. We will maintain a “wait list” of approved vendors, and contact them as space
becomes available.

Market Day Set-Up: Set-up begins at 3:30, no earlier, under the direction of the Market Manager. Reserved spaces from
2010 will be honored, when possible, and new farmers are encouraged. Approved vendors may apply
for areserved spot, after the first market, as spaces become available. During the market season,
reserved spaces will be held until 4:15, each Tuesday, and then will be reassigned. All vendors must call,
before noon, o let us know when you are unable to attend. Reserved spaces will be reassigned if you
are a no-show with no call. Important: No stakes may be used on the lawn!
